Request for Proposals
Assessment Mini-Grant Funding

 
Assessment mini-grants will be awarded in the 2011-2012 fiscal year for assessment projects developed by faculty and staff.  The purpose of each project must be primarily to improve student learning in a specific course or program and must be driven by assessment findings (see project requirements below) or address a strategic goal.  Alternate or matching funding should generally be considered instead of or in addition to an Assessment Mini-Grant.

 

All TSJC staff are eligible to apply because student learning takes place everywhere on campus, classrooms as well as offices, work-study situations, extracurricular activities, etc.  Maximum funding per project is $500.  Certain longer-term projects may request subsequent year renewal.  All awards are made pending fund availability. Any faculty member or department may submit any number of mini-grant proposals, however, the mini-grant subcommittee may decide to postpone awarding multiple grants until the next submission date.

 
Each project will be evaluated on the basis of merit and potential benefit by the Mini-grant Award Committee, which consists of the entire Assessment for Improvement of Student Learning Committee (AISLC).
 
Each project should:
· seek to result in a clear educational benefit for students; 

· arise from prior assessment findings whenever possible; 

· have specific criteria for success (benchmarks inferred from prior assessment findings); 

· generate useful assessment data, quantitative or qualitative; 

· be shared with TSJC faculty and staff through a written report, presentation, or workshop.  A brief report must be recorded in TracDat. 

 

Completed applications should be submitted in hardcopy to the appropriate dean and electronically to the Assessment for Improvement of Student Learning Committee (AISLC) Chairperson.  Grant proposals will be accepted October 15, January 15, and April 15. The Mini-grant Award Committee will render its decision within two weeks of these deadline dates.
