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Miller to Lead Trojan Soccer Programs

Coach Aaron Miller

Spring classes at Trinidad
State Junior College will be
starting up in mid-January
and with snow covering
much of the grass on cam-
pus soccer is the last thing
on everyone’s minds, every-
one except new Soccer
Coach Aaron Miller. Coach

Miller has just seven short
months to build not one, but
two, complete teams from
scratch as the Trojans get
ready to take the field for
Region IX play this fall.

Miller, a New Hampshire
native whose father has
been a college athletic direc-
tor for many years, brings a
great wealth of soccer expe-
rience as well as a family
history in college sports with
him as he starts recruiting
and building a schedule.

A former collegiate player,
Miller graduated with dual
Bachelor of Arts degrees in
Exercise Science and Reli-
gious studies from Kansas
Wesleyan University. He
has been working in and

around soccer and college
sports ever since.

Prior to college he had spent
most of his life playing
sports, and, in recent years
pursued bringing it to others,
be it as a successful college
-level coach, trainer of the
AC United Soccer Club
Teams, athletic camp direc-
tor, or Lead Instructor for a
New England Soccer Camp.

His first college level experi-
ence was as an Assistant
Men'’s Soccer coach at
Shasta College, in Redding,
California. He was then pro-
moted to become the Head
Women'’s Soccer Coach. A
full time role at Lassen Com-
munity College moved him

to Susanville, California

Black (African-American) History Month

To commemorate and
celebrate the contribu-
tions to our nation made
by people of African de-
scent, American historian
Carter G. Woodson es-
tablished Black History
Week.

Each year,
U.S. presidents proclaim
February as National Afri-
can-American History
Month.

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Lady Trojans ready to hit the field swinging

After a very successful fall campaign,
Trinidad State Junior College softball
coach Steve Swazo, in his sixth year
with the TSJC, and his Lady Trojans
are anxious to get the 2012 softball
season underway.

“This is something these girls have
been working for since they arrived
back in August,” Swazo said. “All the
hours they have put in the batting cag-
es, the early morning workouts in the
weight room and on the practice field
have been to reach one goal and that is
to win the Region 9 Championship.”

The Lady Trojans are no stranger to the
championship game falling short the
past three years and coming off four
straight winning seasons, Coach Swazo
has a good feeling about this year's
squad.

“Winning a Region 9 Championship is
one thing this team has talked about
and is dedicating their time and effort
into accomplishing this year,” Swazo
said. “They know it's not going to be
handed to them and they worked very

hard in the off-season to be in a po-
sition to play for that title come May.”

The Trojans return six sophomores
including First-Team All-Region short-
stop Caitlyn Reid and Second-Team
designated player Jacqueline Booz.
Other players who are expected to
make a huge contribution are utility
player Kaitlyn Matilla, pitcher Stef Wil-
kins, outfielder Olivia Bartole and se-
cond baseman Haydn Tabola.

“Reid hit 14 homeruns and 50 RBI for
us last year and Booz was second in
hitting a year ago for us with a batting
average of .425 and 39 RBI,” the TSJC
coach said. “l am expecting Matilla to
have a great year because she is more
driven to have a great year. Her season
was cut short when she suffered a con-
cussion and missed the last 16 games
of our season. Bartole and Tabola are
really coming along for us and expect
them to contribute a lot for us this
spring. Wilkins, our only returning pitch-
er, will probably miss the opening
weekend series because of some tendi-
nitis, but we are expecting her to be

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Trojans excited to open Spring Season

Head Baseball Coach Scott Douglas is
fired up heading into his twelfth season
at TSJC. With over 600 games behind
him his energy and excitement were
still very evident he prepared the team
for their season opening games in Ari-
zona this weekend. “We've been pre-
paring and talking about this day, and
all the ones that will come with a new
season for quite some time now, since
mid-August to be exact,” said Douglas.
“Our guys are excited to get this start-
ed against a good Eastern Arizona
team.”

Douglas’ experienced, hard hitting Tro-
jan team takes the field intent on putting
together another winning season, it
would be TSJC’s seventh straight. They
also hope to claim one of the four
playoff spots for the fifth straight year.
To do this the Trojans will have to battle
in the always competitive Region IX
playing region opponents McCook,
Western Nebraska, Northeastern, Otero
and Lamar six times each.

The Trojans will be led by sophomores
Hans Ask, Chayse Marion, Brandon
Vaughn and Bryer Mueller who were all
All-Region IX selections during their
freshmen seasons. Also hitting the field
with plenty of experience will be sopho-
mores Pearce Richardson, Zach
Chavez, Taylor Maples, Taylor Dudley,
Obed Quezada, Dakota Barr and Austin
Rochford. 18 freshmen will also be
looking to establish their places on the
2012 Trojan team.

For now all of the team’s focus will be
on this weekend'’s non-region match up
in Arizona. “The first series is always

exciting for players, especially the
freshman,” commented Douglas. “Lots
of firsts will happen on this trip; first
long road trip, first game, first hit, all
that good stuff. First win would be a
good one to mix in as well.”

“I'm glad the time is here, we put in lots
of work through the fall and off-season
to get to this point. Brandon (Assistant
Coach Brandon Stone) did a solid job
with our guys in the weight room and
many have gotten a lot stronger. The
only set back was the injury to Nick
Gomez (out for the season with an inju-
ry). We'll miss Nick but he is already
recovering and will be back stronger
next season. We won't make excuses,
it's never good to lose a top arm but itis
an opportunity for someone to grab
those innings and experience. | felt bad
for Nick, he worked hard this fall and it
was paying off for him.

TSJC will start the season with seven
straight on the road against Eastern
Arizona and NMMI. They will open at
home against CSU-Fort Collins on Feb-
ruary 18-19 for a pair of doubleheaders.
Region IX play begins on March 10 with
a doubleheader against McCook.

Coach Douglas isn’'t making any predic-
tions on the outcome for the season but
