Kane Family Scholars (UCCS-University Connection) Application 
The Kane Family Foundation has generously provided funding to award to high achieving graduating Colorado 

high school seniors that have a 3.25 GPA or higher.  This scholarship will cover full tuition, mandatory course 

fees and required course books for up to four years, eight semesters. 
 

CRITERIA 

 Must be classified as a resident of Colorado for tuition purposes.  

 Must be a graduating Colorado high school senior and have at least a 3.25 cumulative high school GPA           

 Maintain a 3.00 GPA in each term at TSJC to continue to be eligible for the Kane Family Scholarship 

 Must have applied for and been admitted as a regular student (AA or AS degree-seeking, post-secondary education                                   

to TSJC) with plans of becoming a University of Colorado at Colorado Springs (UCCS) – University Connection transfer 

student.  

 Student must maintain satisfactory progress requirements established by the Financial Aid Office at TSJC. 

 Must be enrolled in at least 12 credit hours each term at 100 level or higher courses in order to continue to receive the 

scholarship award. 

 Must submit official copy of high school transcript. 

 Must submit an essay of not more than 300 words discussing: your future plans and how you will make an impact 

on Southern Colorado.  

 Must submit personal letter detailing your personal and professional accomplishments and goals.  Also submit a 

resume to highlight:  Education, Activities, Community Involvement, Work Experience, and Honors and Awards. 

 Must submit at least one letter of recommendation. 

 Must submit application with a formal letter of nomination from a school official on your school’s letterhead.  

* Family members of TSJC faculty or staff are not eligible to apply for the scholarship.
